About determining the level of cultural and historical value of the buildings of Tallinas street 6 and Tallinas street 10 in Riga

1. Submitter:

Construction administration of the Riga city council Property department, address: R. Vāgnera street 5, Riga, LV-1050 (hereinafter - Submitter).
2. Planned location of operation:

Riga, Tallinas street 6 (cadastral designation of building: 0100 023 0130 001) and Tallinas street 10 (cadastral designation of building: 0100 023 0024) (hereinafter - Buildings).
3. Request of the submitter (submitter):

To determine the level of cultural and historical value of the buildings.

4. Determination of facts:
4.1. Status of the buildings in the cultural and historical protection system: UNESCO World culture and nature heritage site No. 852 “Historical Centre of Riga” and part of the national urban monument “Historical Centre of Riga” (state protection No. 7442). Therefore, the requirements of Law on protection and preservation of the Historical Centre of Riga and Law “About the protection of cultural monuments” and their resulting regulations (including, Cabinet of Ministers’ rules No. 127 of March 8th, 2004, “Regulations on the preservation and protection of the historical centre of Riga” (hereinafter – “Regulations No. 127”), as well as Riga city council mandatory rules No. 38 of February 7th, 2006 “Rules about the building in and use of  the territory of the Historical centre of Riga and the surrounding protection zone” (hereinafter – “Mandatory rules No. 38”)) must be applied to the Buildings.
4.2. In accordance with clause 5.3.1.1 of the Mandatory rules No. 38, the building of Tallinas street 6 (cadastral designation of building: 0100 023 0130 001) and Tallinas street 10 (cadastral designation of building: 0100 023 0024 002) have been assigned the building status – buildings forming the cultural and historical significance of the city, which form a culturally and historically significant, authentic building front, buildings of Tallinas street 10 (cadastral designation of building: 0100 023 0024 018, 0100 023 0024 008, 0100 023 0024 009) have been assigned the building status – buildings without cultural and historical significance (clause 5.3.1.4), but the remaining buildings of Tallinas street 10 (cadastral designation of building: 0100 023 0024) have been assigned the building status – buildings which can be reconstructed, renovated, altered (clause 5.3.1.3).
4.3. On July 6th, 2010, the State Inspection for Heritage Protection (hereinafter - Inspection) received a submission from the Submitter, which had a situation plan, a copy of a Land Register’s certificate and a photographic fixation of the buildings attached.

4.4. In accordance with the Riga city Land Register’s sections No. 100000037842 and No. 3728, the Owner of the buildings is Riga city municipality (entry No. 1.1 of section 1 of part 2).

5. Substantiation of decision
5.1. Clauses 12.3 and 13 of Regulations No. 127 determines that the Inspection and the Riga city Construction board evaluates the buildings’ development and reconstruction projects, by taking into account the levels of cultural and historical significance of the buildings, structures, or their specific parts. If the building doesn’t have a determined level of cultural and historical significance, it is determined by the Inspection (in accordance with the six levels), by coordinating it with the Riga city Construction board and, if necessary, consulting with the Council of preservation and development of the Historical Centre of Riga. The goal of this evaluation is to ensure the fulfillment of construction projects within the Historical Centre of Riga and its protection zone, by preserving the cultural and historical environment in all its diversity.
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5.2. The Inspection evaluates the level of cultural and historical significance, by using the experts’ method, which anticipates the involvement of a wide range of competent experts (from the Inspection, as well as independent). The special expertise of the experts is used, by taking into account the diversity of buildings in the Historical centre of Riga and its protection zone, in the interests of whose cultural and historical values’ protection, it is valid and advisable carry out the evaluation of each building (structure). In accordance with the methodology, the experts evaluate the buildings (structures) in each case and fixate the evaluation in a form on the basis of a common value scale. The average evaluation of the experts is the basis of the Inspection’s proposition about the level of significance, which is sent for coordination with the Riga city Construction board.
5.3. The average summarized evaluation of experts, as a proposition from the Inspection, which is coordinated with the Riga city Construction board (Construction board letter No. BV-10-4263-nd of September 28th, 2010, received by the Inspection on October 4th, 2010): buildings in Tallinas street 6 (cadastral designation of building: 0100 023 0130 001) and Tallinas street 10 (cadastral designation of building: 0100 023 0024 002) – buildings with high cultural and historical significance; buildings in Tallinas street 10 (cadastral designation of building: 0100 023 0024 002, 0100 023 0024 005, 0100 023 0024 006, 0100 023 0024 007, 0100 023 0024 011, 0100 023 0024 012, 0100 023 0024 015) – buildings with some cultural and historical significance; buildings in Tallinas street 10 (cadastral designation of building: 0100 023 0024 003, 0100 023 0024 004, 0100 023 0024 010, 0100 023 0024 026, 0100 023 0024 016, 0100 023 0024 013, 0100 023 0024 017, 0100 023 0024 018, 0100 023 0024 019, 0100 023 0024 020, 0100 023 0024 021, 0100 023 0024 022, 0100 023 0024 008, 0100 023 0024 009, 0100 023 0024 023) – buildings with no cultural and historical significance.
5.4. Substantiation for the level of cultural and historical significance determined by the experts:

5.4.1. building in Tallinas street 6, lit. 001: industrial buildings – former wooden living house of Otto Erbe’s file and tool factory. Building built in 1899, on the basis of a project by architect Edmunds fon Trompovskis. It is a significant example of the neo-gothic low-rise architecture, which forms the united building front of Tallinas street together with the building of Tallinas street 10. The building has preserved the authentic building size, facade composition and decoration.

5.4.2. building in Tallinas street 10, lit. 002: industrial buildings – former office building of Otto Erbe’s file and tool factory. Building built in 1899, on the basis of a project by architect Edmunds fon Trompovskis. It is a significant example of the neo-gothic low-rise architecture, which forms the united building front of Tallinas street together with the building of Tallinas street 6. The building has preserved the authentic building size, facade composition and decoration.
By taking into account the above-mentioned and according to clause 12.3 of Cabinet of Ministers’ rules No. 127 of April 8th, 2004, “Regulations on the preservation and use of the historical centre of Riga”, the Inspection determines the level of cultural and historical significance for the buildings in Riga, Tallinas street 6 and Tallinas street 10:
