7. A merger of the land units No. 0100 023 0024 and No. 0100 023 0130 is preferable (by probably restoring the historical land unit).

8. The project solution has to comply with the requirements of the Latvian construction standards LBN 208-08 “Public buildings and constructions” and LBN 201-07 “Building fire safety”.

9. The tender has to be open; its programme has to be coordinated with the Construction board and the State Inspection for Heritage Protection. The jury has to include members from the Construction board, the Society of Latvian Landscape Architects and State Inspection for Heritage Protection.

The construction project has to be drawn up in accordance with the Cabinet of Ministers' rules No. 370 of 14.08.2001 “Rules about the Latvian construction standard LBN 202-01 “Content and form of a construction project”” for the confirmed Latvian construction standard LBN 202-01. The construction project has to be drawn up in at least three copies (original construction project and two copies) and has to be submitted to the Construction board in accordance with the requirements of clause 102 of the GCR, which makes the decision to confirm the construction project or issues a reasoned written rejection to accept the construction project.

One copy of the confirmed construction project is to be kept by the Construction board in accordance with the Law on Archives.

The construction project submitted for confirmation has to include general construction drafts without specific details.

A planning and architectural task is the basis for construction projects, but doesn't give the rights to begin construction works, in accordance with clause 40 of the GCR.

We inform that clause 146 of the Riga city council mandatory rules “About municipal fees for the maintenance and development of municipal infrastructure in Riga” defines the order of imposing municipal fees for the maintenance and development of municipal infrastructure in Riga administrative territory as well as the application of discounts and reliefs.
