About the constructible / reconstructible object planning and architectural task for engineering of pre-school educational institution in Riga, Tallinas street 6, Tallinas street 10, Tallinas street 12a (Group 23, grounds 24, 26 and 30).
Riga city construction board (hereinafter – Construction board) has received your service letter of 07.01.2011 with a request for explaining the minimal percentage of construction-free territory mentioned in separate clauses of constructible / reconstructible object planning and architectural task for engineering of pre-school educational institution in Riga, Tallinas street 6, Tallinas street 10, Tallinas street 12a (Group 23, grounds 24, 26 and 30) No. BV-11-66-nd (hereinafter - PAT) as well as explaining tree felling possibilities in accordance with the terms in clause 2.10.2 of the PAT.
The Construction board explains that:
1. The parameters indicated in PAT clause 2.5.1 “Maximum construction intensity” and clause 2.5.3 “Minimum free territory” are general conditions, which have to be taken into account in public building territories. In this case clause 485 of the Riga city council mandatory rules of 20.12.2005 No. 34 “Rules about construction and usage of territories in Riga” (together with the amendments made with the Riga city council mandatory rules No. 5 of 18.08.2009; hereinafter – RACUTR) have to be taken into account: for land units or parts of them, where there are pre-school, primary or secondary educational institutions, the minimum free territory is 100%, but the maximum construction intensity – 70%.
The Construction board specifies the conditions mentioned in the respective PAT clauses in the following way:
1) “2.5.1 Maximum construction intensity: 70%”;

2) “2.5.3 Minimum free territory: 100%”

The Construction board corrects the technical mistake in paragraph 2 of the conditions of clause 2.5.1 of the PAT for territorial planning by specifying the paragraph in the following way: “Abide by the condition of minimum free territory – 100% determined for pre-school educational institutions”.
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2. By taking into account that your construction application – registration card didn’t have a sketch (scheme) of the master plan included with precisely indicated trees to be felled and left in the land units of Riga, Tallinas street 6, Tallinas street 10 and Tallinas street 12A, the Greenery inspection of the Construction board can’t evaluate the necessity for felling trees in the territory.

The Construction board indicates that: felling of poplar trees can be done in accordance with clause 16 of the Riga city mandatory rules No. 62 of 30.03.2010 “Maintenance and protection of Riga city greenery” (hereinafter – Mandatory rules No. 62) if the land owner or the legal possessor submits a reasoned written submission for coordinating the tree felling.
Clause 6 of the Mandatory rules No. 62 says that: the land owner or legal possessor is responsible for the maintenance and protection of greenery. In accordance with clause 13 of these rules, felling trees is acceptable, if they pose threats to civilian health or the property, traffic safety, buildings and communications, on the basis of a conclusion made by a construction expert, as well as for the purpose of reconstructing or renovating the greenery.
The Construction board informs: that in relation with clause 2.2 of the Cabinet of ministers rules 717 of 29.08.2006 “Order for tree felling outside of forest lands” in territories with cultural monuments and their protective zone tree felling has to be coordinated with the State Inspection for Heritage Protection.
In accordance with part on and two of clause 70, part one and two of clause 76, clause 77 and part one of clause 79 of the Administrative Process Law, this administrative act can be disputed in the Riga city council City Development Department within one month from the day this act becomes effective by submitting an application to the Construction board Customer service centre (contact phone number: 67015800) at Amatu street 4, Riga, LV-1050.
The administrative act becomes effective on January 31st, 2011.
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
