Pre-school educational institution in Riga, Tallinas street 6, Tallinas street 10, Tallinas street 12a

Number of children – 284,

number of teachers – 38,

technical employees – 30,

number of groups – 14.

Including 4 groups – younger children (from 1.5 to 2 years and from 2 to 3 years of age) – 16 children in each;

6 groups – children from 3 to 5 years of age – 22 children in each;

4 groups – children from 5 to 7 years of age – 22 children in each.

The pre-school educational institution project anticipates the following premises:

· Group premises:

a) group room with sliding beds for 10 groups, but for younger children 4 group rooms with individually separable, advisably transformable so its possible to combine the room with the group room, sleeping zone for 16 children. At the end wall of each group room a cupboard with shelves is anticipated.

b) Sanitary premises are to be in compliance with the existing construction norms and hygiene requirements separately for each group (providing 2 lavatories and 1 toilet bowl for washing for the 4 younger group sanitary rooms);

c) auxiliary rooms for food distribution, only for the younger children groups,

d) next to the 4 younger group rooms, cloakroom with separate lockers and a ventilation rack for drying outdoor clothes (drying locker).

· A hall for musical and other activities (for 120 at a time) with an auxiliary storage room. Advisably, in the middle or the room separable with a transformable wall.

· Hall for physical activities (mirrors on one wall) with equipment (for 24 children at a time), with a storage room.

· Canteen block premises with the technological equipment for work with raw products, in compliance with existing construction norms and hygiene requirements; room for washing dishes.

· Dining-hall for feeding 10 groups (ages 3 to 7 years). Feeding being possible in two shifts (long tables with benches for ~ 140 people).

· Medical room of approximately 12m2.

· Consultation room for parents and teachers of about 50m2 (with a toilet and dressing room).

· “Riga pre-school museum” room (~60m2)

· Children's swimming pool complex. The large pool with a gradual depth (~70-110cm) with auxiliary rooms and equipment (toilet, shower rooms, dressing room separate for girls and boys with hair dryers). Pool dimensions of 6m x 10m. Ensure the possibility for 8 children to use the pool simultaneously for swimming.
· Anticipate a pool-bath of 3m x 3m dimensions (depth from 30cm to 50cm) for children up to 3 years of age.

· Offices for: 


a) manager of the pre-school educational institution,


b) head of the managerial department,


c) speech therapist - 12m2,


d) manager of the methodological work, 


e) secretary.

· Archive room – about 12m2;

· 4 storage rooms – about 15 m2 each (one of them for clothes and soft equipment), 

· Personnel rooms:


a) dressing room,


b) shower rooms with toilets,

c) toilets.

· Maintenance storage room, outdoor equipment storage room;

· Room for person on duty - guard.

· Technical rooms.

· Room for storing baby carriage (sleds) for the younger children groups;

· Plinth floor or basement cloak-room with place to dry outerwear.

Previous experience in the praxis of pre-school educational institutions
(Recommendations from the management of the Education administration pre-school division of the Riga city council Education, culture and sports department for the pre-school educational institution project development in Riga, Tallinas street 6, Tallinas street 10, Tallinas street 12A)
Building

Entrance to the building of the Pre-school educational institution is advisable to be made centralized with one main entrance.

It could be a waiting hall, which would include a work place (probably demarcated with an appropriate counter) for the administrator or guard on duty during night hours (possibilities to place monitor for video surveillance cameras).

However, children’s exit to the courtyard’s playgrounds should be provided through group exit junctions on the first floor.

If the project anticipates the building of Tallinas street 10 as a separate building and separated from the new building, which would contain the children’s rooms, has to be connected with the new building at least on the 2nd floor.
We would allow that group exits to the playgrounds would include terraces, where the children could shelter from the sun of rain, if the functional solution doesn’t include a separate arbour for children in the area for 3 year olds.

Territory

Playground area for the 4 younger children groups has to be separated with a fence from the rest of the territory.
The playground should anticipate an arbour of light construction with benches and a lockable box or cupboard for outdoor toys. Active movement areas should be planned with toy instruments, labyrinths, balance and spring swings that develop a child’s balance and movements. The toy instruments should be surrounded by rubber surfacing. 4 playground sandboxes with an easily coverable surface, which protects the sand from pollution.
The remaining 10 group playground territory should anticipate the following activity areas:

sports activities – an area with a rubber surfacing for learning the basics of basketball and volleyball, as well as other activities outdoors;

early garden – black earth for plant and bush planting, where children can research and learn to care and cultivate plants;

water and sand – for different research activities, experiments and games with sand and water (a sandbox, water pump, wooden riffles at  different levels are necessary);

park for active movement constructions – different climbing, slides, balance swings, labyrinths etc. for children from 3 years of age;

arbour area – 4-5 arbours could be gathered together, but separate locations are possible. We advise to assess the inclusion of Swedish walls, rope knots etc. in the arbours;
roller skating / cycling path area.

Recommendations are of an informative nature and they are viewable as guidelines for project development.
